The organization works to address homelessness by providing jobs to homeless women, and by manufacturing a coat that transforms into a sleeping bag that is given to homeless individuals in need.
The EMPWR coat is a water-resistant and self-heating jacket, which can transform into a sleeping bag, or be worn as an over-the-shoulder bag when not in use (Each coat costs $100). The coat is constructed of upcycled automotive insulation, fabric from Carhartt, and other materials provide by generous donors.

How MBTA Members Can Help our 2015 Charity Partner 
Great things we as members can do, is to share the Talon’s Out Honor Flight info to our local veterans organizations.  Helping to raise awareness and get the word out to our veterans about this wonderful effort is huge.   Please contact Kathy Mastin if you’d like to some electronic information you can print out and share.
Finding veterans to fly with Talon’s Out.  Print out and carry a couple applications and keep a them in your car.  If you see a veteran in your community with a WWII hat.  Shake their hand, ask where they served, what branch they were in and ask if they know about honor flight.  If not, briefly explain it's an all-expense paid trip to Washington D.C. to visit the memorials built in their honor.  It's first apply, first fly and offer up an application.
Apply to be a Guardian.  Guardians do pay their portion of the trip ($500) but they can apply to escort a veteran who doesn't have a family member to fly with them.  This is one of our most intense, physical but gratifying jobs.
Share Honor Flight: The Movie.  It's available on Netflix for download and it's what inspired them to start a Talon’s Out hub.  Have tissues ready it's an exciting introduction to Honor Flight.
